His start was a bit 
rough, as he was in the serversô team, but struggled to fit in with the 
group and get comfortable with the work. He caught the eye of Keith 
Bell, who is a culinary services veteran and self-proclaimed                                 
perfectionist. ñI knew that Javon didnôt have a father figure at home, and I 
knew he needed one, so I suggested Javon come work with me, ò says 
Keith. Keith became a father figure to Javon and trained him with                 
occasional discipline when needed, but mostly with patience and love. 
The two became inseparable, and Javon has received excellent  training. 
Salem Suber, Director of Culinary Services, was amazed at Javonôs 
growth while training under Keith.  

 

Keith smiles and says, ñJavon has been a real blessing. He needs my guidance, but I need him just as 
much. He started out rolling silverware and bussing tables, but now, when itôs crunch time, heôs right 
there with me.ò  Javon likes to remind Keith that he was overwhelmed in the dishwashing pit until Javon 
came to help. Now heôs Keithôs right-hand man.  Javon works Wednesdays and Thursdays, and Keith 
wishes heôd be here more. The other culinary team employees would agree. Although they werenôt sure 
of how Javon would work out when he first started, now they are asking him for help when they get busy.  

What Keith is most excited about regarding his relationship with Javon is that Javon decided to turn his 
life over to Christ. Keith is active in his church, and ministers to young people as part of his everyday life. 
When he spoke to Javon about it, he told him to think about it. A few short minutes later Javon came 
back to him and said, ñIôm ready now.ò Keith feels that this has been the greatest blessing. He feels that 
the bond of trust that has grown between them is vital to the work they do. ñWe have to trust each other,ò 
says Keith. I know what he can do, and I trust him.ò Now Javon works alone most of the day on                      
Thursdays, one of their busiest days. Keith says ñ No team can work well without that trust. Iôm a                        
perfectionist, and although weôll never be perfect, we can always strive to be. And that work builds trust.ò
